Final Project

Research a math career:

For this project you will be researching a job that requires a strong math background. First you will need to find a job (and get it approved by me). This job must include daily use of mathematics and I would like to see you choose jobs BEYOND an accountant (be more specific such as an auditor). Maybe a product data analysis for William-Sonoma? An actuary? A fighter pilot? Manufacturing engineer? You MUST check off with me what career you chose.

Next you will need to write up a one-page summary of what type of mathematical background is preferred (do you need a Master’s degree? What type of Bachelor’s degree is best?, etc), what type of mathematics is used in this profession (be specific) and other interesting job requirements you might need.

For the oral presentation you must go through one math problem that this person might face in their job. It should take at least three minutes BUT no more than five minutes. You may include a handout with all of the work already done and then explain why this person would face this mathematical problem and why it is important for their job.
